Careful planning….natural flow….smooth transitions…engaged learners 

Set

· Focus attention

· Provide framework

· Provide examples/analogies for understanding

· Promote interest and involvement

· Bridge from past lesson(s) – prior knowledge

Three Basic Kinds of Set:

1. Orientation – introduce, motivate, focus on new learning (hook to engage the brain), 

2. Transition – links prior knowledge (relevance, meaning) through examples, analogies, activities, lets the brain know that new things are coming (novelty)

3. Evaluation – questions, examples, activities, quizzes, games that are student centered, evaluation will inform instruction (what do they need to know next)

Development (content)
· Provide experiences that guide and support

· Choose content that is meaningful and relevant

· Content should be challenging, not frustrating
· Students should be actively engaged

· Establish a warm, positive climate

· Choose appropriate resources, instructional approaches and activities
Closure

· Bring together ideas, help students to make sense of what they’ve learned, highlight key ideas, reinforce, summarize 

· Students should be actively involved

Three Kinds of Closure:

1. Review – ties up the learning in a concise manner – revisit, rethink, restate, synthesize/summarize
2. Transfer – reinforce, help students to make connections to real world, relevance
3. Serendipity – natural but unplanned closure – a “teachable moment” occurs through a student response/question, unusual event, sudden insight/connection
